Chromachron (Lit. "colour time") is for realtime computer generated sounds and images.  

It explores the synchronisaton of sound and colour events through a common duration scheme enunciated in the gongs and by image "depth". The shape and colour of the images is also related to the pitches which are in Messiaen's second Mode Of Limited Transposition.

The timbre and colour domains are "performed" in realtime.  The sound  is mapped into six independent audio channels of the dome.
